YELLOWKNIFE (June 18, 2010) – Annually, Loblaw Companies Limited (Loblaw) corporate and 
franchised stores run a nation-wide charitable campaign that helps colleagues, franchises, franchise 
employees and customers make a difference in their local communities.

It has a territorial chapter located in Yellowknife and raises funds for all NWT 
communities.  Grants of up to $300 are available to children to assist with the cost of sport 
registration fees, equipment and travel.  Since 2001, KidSport™ NWT has distributed $250,000 
to 1,400 children.
